• The OCDSB is one of the few School Districts throughout the province 
that offers Core French from Junior Kindergarten to Grade 3.

• Your child will have the advantage of 100 minutes per week of Core 
French in Junior and Senior Kindergarten (20 min./day) and 200 minutes 
per week of Core French in grades 1 to 3 (40 min./day).

• This accumulation of instructional time in French will provide ahealthy 
starting point as your child transitions into a more intensive approach to 
learning the French language.

• All students entering grade 4 are eligible for enrolment in the 
Middle French Immersion Program.

• French Immersion Programs in the OCDSB are designed 
specifically for students whose mother tongue is not French.

• In all French Immersion Programs students study the same 
curriculum content as their peers in the Regular English 
Program.

Students in Middle French Immersion in grades 4 to 6:
• receive 200 minutes per  day of instruction in French 

(67%). All subjects are taught in French, with the exception 
of English Language and Mathematics.

• receive 100 minutes per  day of instruction in English
(33%). 40 minutes of English Language and 60 minutes of 
Mathematics instruction in English.

Students in Middle French Immersion in grades 7 and 8 :
• receive 150 minutes a day of instruction in French (50%). 

(Subjects other than those noted below are  taught in French)

• receive 150 minutes a day of instruction in English (50%)
(60 minutes of English Language and 60 minutes of 
Mathematics instruction in English and 30 minutes of another 
subject instructed in English)

• Students who complete grades 4 to 8 in the Middle French Immersion 
Program may elect to enroll in Core French, Extended French or French 
Immersion in high school. Refer to the FSL Programs 4 page brochure.

• Students who graduate from high school with either an Extended French 
or a French Immersion Certificate are expected to be able to communicate 
with ease and feel comfortable in both French and English. Depending on 
their success in the program they should be able to accept employment, 
training, or pursue further education in either language.

When choosing Middle French Immersion for your child, it is 
important to consider the following:

• your child’s interests and feelings about entering the program
• the learning skills which they have already acquired and can 

apply to the learning of a second language (a strong 
foundation in their first language)

• your child’s ability to handle the transition period while they 
develop French language proficiency (risk taker, motivated)

• your readiness to encourage your child while they transition

• The OCDSB will provide transportation to Grade 4 students whose home 
address or caregiver is at 1.6 kilometres or more from Hilson Ave within 
the MFI boundaries. 

• In addition, transportation will be provided to and from existing daycare 
location, if it is located within the sending school’s attendance boundary, 
until such time as a new childcare arrangement is made within the Hilson 
Ave MFI boundary or until June 2011, whichever is sooner. 

• Please make sure that you indicate on the registration form if 
transportation will be required from your home or caregiver address.
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
